CONVERSATION ANALYSIS OF INTERACTION
WITHIN RESEARCH INTERVIEW SITUATION

The thesis explores some sequential organization characteristics of interaction between
interviewer and interviewee within the research interview situation.

It is demonstrated that the institutional features of interaction within interview not just
superimpose on the rules already existing in ordinary conversation but collide with one
another being expressed in terms of some communicative failures and other various strategies
of speaking, revealed as a result of our analysis.

The thesis also proposes some argues for the expediency and necessity of applying
conversation analysis methodology to different kinds of interview (standardized/non-
standardized; face-to-face/non-face-to-face). Examples of analysis presented in the paper
point out evidently how effective the detailed analysis of interaction within institutional
settings can be as the basis of methodic and methodological work.
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
